Resolution Calling on [school] to Stop Dorm Evictions for Drugs
WHEREAS, [school] frequently evicts students from campus housing for getting caught with small amounts of drugs; and

WHEREAS, students who are evicted from the dorms are forced to spend countless hours looking for a new place to live; and

WHEREAS, the time spent on an abrupt and unexpected housing search means that students often have to miss classes or spend less time studying; and

WHERAS, students who pay their university housing fees at the start of the semester often cannot afford to pay rent for off-campus housing and are consequently forced to leave school; and

WHEREAS, [the student government] recognizes that it is appropriate to evict students who present a real risk to the physical safety of other residents, are making it difficult for others to study, or are damaging university property, but we feel that arbitrarily kicking students out of housing just because they are caught with small amounts of drugs unnecessarily hurts these students and does nothing to further the interests of the larger campus community.  Now therefore be it

RESOLVED, [student government] calls upon [school] to stop evicting students from campus housing for small amounts of drugs; and be it further

RESOLVED, a copy of this resolution be transmitted to [decision-makers].
