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[School] Students Vote for More Dorm Privacy

Students Call on Administration to Stop Snooping Around

CITY, ST – Students at [school] overwhelmingly voted in favor of more privacy for dorm residents today.  [School] Students for Sensible Drug Policy (SSDP) campaigned for the measure out of concern for the large number of students that have had their privacy violated based on nothing more than a mere suspicion that they may be in possession of drugs.  The group will now lobby [decision-maker] to implement the will of the student body and give dorm residents more privacy.

“The relationship between the university and dorm residents should be a landlord-tenant one, not a parent-child one,” said [activist], [title] of [school] SSDP.  “It’s offensive that the administration feels it necessary to snoop on students in their own homes.”

Many [school] faculty members agree.  “While dorms are university property, landlords are generally not allowed to enter their tenants’ apartments or homes without good reason and prior notice,” said [supportive professor].  “The university shouldn’t have special privileges to invade students’ private spaces.”
