Resolution Calling on [school] to Respect Students’ Privacy in Their Homes
WHEREAS, [school] frequently searches students’ on-campus homes based on nothing but mere suspicion; and

WHEREAS, the ideal relationship between the university and dorm residents would be a landlord-tenant one, instead of the current parent-child one; and

WHEREAS, [the student government] understands that dorms are university property, but we know that landlords are generally not allowed to enter their tenants’ apartments or homes without good reason and prior notice; and

WHEREAS, [the student government] feels that the standard of evidence needed to search a dorm room should be the same as that needed for a landlord to search their tenants’ homes.  Now therefore be it

RESOLVED, [student government] calls upon [school] to respect students’ privacy and cease suspicionless dorm searches; and be it further

RESOLVED, a copy of this resolution be transmitted to [decision-makers].
