Resolution Calling on [school] to Handle Drug Policy Violations Internally
WHEREAS, [school] currently calls outside law enforcement agencies to campus in some instances of campus drug policy violations; and

WHEREAS, students who are arrested on drug charges by local, state, or federal law enforcement officials must answer the charges by going to courts of law; and

WHEREAS, such students oftentimes must miss classes in order to make court appearances; and

WHEREAS, students who are convicted on drug charges in courts of law can be fined or sent to jail, and are automatically stripped of their college financial aid; and

WHEREAS, a drug conviction while in college remains with a student for the rest of his or her life, often impeding access to employment opportunities; and

WHEREAS, these punishments do nothing to help individuals students, but do harmfully interrupt the university’s import educational mission; and
WHEREAS, the on-campus judicial system is staffed with educational professionals who are much better equipped than courts of law to handle students’ unique needs.  Now therefore be it

RESOLVED, [student government] calls upon [school] to cease calling law enforcement agencies to campus to arrest our students for drugs, and instead handle campus drug policy violations internally so that students with drug problems stay engaged in the educational process without unnecessary and harmful interruptions; and be it further

RESOLVED, a copy of this resolution be transmitted to [decision-makers].
