Resolution Calling on [school] to Equate Penalties for Marijuana and Alcohol
WHEREAS, [school] currently punishes students caught with marijuana much more harshly than those caught with alcohol [insert specific punishments here]; and

WHEREAS, numerous scientific studies show that alcohol is far more dangerous than marijuana; and

WHEREAS, the relatively-lax punishments for alcohol, when compared to the harsh penalties for marijuana, make it more likely that students put themselves in greater danger by choosing to use alcohol rather than marijuana; and

WHEREAS, [school] should not have policies that encourage students to make harmful decisions when a safer alternative is available.  Now therefore be it
