Resolution Calling on [school] to Enact a Lifesaving Safe Ride Program
WHEREAS, According to the National Institute on Alcohol Abuse and Alcoholism, 2.1 million college students drive while under the influence of alcohol each year; and

WHEREAS, these drivers are involved in far too many accidents that often result in injury or death; and

WHEREAS, these tragedies are preventable, and many colleges and universities around the country are taking steps to stop student drunk driving by enacting “safe ride” programs that transport inebriated students; and

WHEREAS, these programs demonstrate an understanding of an important reality of student drinking: that it occurs, whether or not college administrators like it; and

WHEREAS, college administrators should do what they can to reduce the harms associated with student behavior, even behavior that they don’t like, instead of ignoring it to the detriment of public health and safety.  Now therefore be it

RESOLVED, [student government] calls upon [school] to acknowledge the reality of student drinking and respond appropriately by enacting and funding a “safe ride” program that reduces harm and saves lives; and be it further

RESOLVED, a copy of this resolution be transmitted to [decision-makers].
