[School] Students Vote to End Drug [Expulsions/Suspensions]

Administration Asked to Keep Students in School 

CITY, ST – Students at [school] overwhelmingly voted in yesterday’s student government elections to demand the administration stop [suspending/expelling] students caught with small amounts of drugs on campus.  [School] Students for Sensible Drug Policy (SSDP) campaigned for the measure and will now lobby [decision-maker] to implement the will of the student body.

“Kicking students out of school simply increases the chances they will abuse drugs and decreases the chances they will become successful taxpaying members of society,” said [activist], [title] of [school] SSDP.  “That hurts them and does nothing to help society at-large.”
