Resolution Calling on [school] to Stop [Suspending/Expelling] Students for Drug Possession
WHEREAS, [school] currently [suspends/expels] students caught possessing small amounts of drugs [number of times]; and

WHEREAS, kicking students out of school only increases the chances they will abuse drugs and decreases the chances they will become successful taxpaying members of society, which neither helps the students nor society at-large; and

WHEREAS, [the student government] understands that students who are causing real problems, endangering public safety, or impeding the educational process for others can and should be [suspended/expelled], but we recognize that arbitrarily kicking students out of school just for getting caught with drugs hurts them and deprives the university of valuable tuition revenue, which hurts us all.  Now therefore be it

RESOLVED, [student government] calls upon [school] to stop [suspending/expelling] students for small-time drug possession; and be it further

RESOLVED, a copy of this resolution be transmitted to [decision-makers].
